Suzanne Graves is a Senior Physi-
cian at Garden City Pediatrics in
Beverly. She is the President of the
Evelyn Lilly Luts Foundation, whose
mission is to encourage and sup-
port educational, healthcare and
research initiatives and continu-
ing education. As President she
has worked to get an anti-vaping
campaign started with the goal to
prevent starting and to stop at risk
youth from vaping.

Glycerin is the main ingredient in
many vape products. When heated
it is the same stuff used for embalm-
ing and for formaldehyde.

Flavored vapes contain diace-
tyl, which obliterates airways. They
often contain heavy metals.

/5% of people dying from the
recent vaping epidemic are people
who used vapes containing THC.

30% of MA highschool students
have used vape products regularly.
