Guest Speaker: 
Cayla Nyante-Brown from Silver Linings 
Mentoring (SLM)
 
Cayla joined SLM in July 2019 as the Vol-
unteer Manager. Originally from Austin, 
Texas, she moved up to Boston in 2013 for 
college. She’s passionate about leverag-
ing resources to serve and give power to 
communities of color. She recently com-
pleted her service as the Highland Street 
Americorps Ambassador of Mentoring at 
a college access and success nonprofit 
organization, where she worked to en-
hance program operations and volunteer 
engagement. Cayla holds a Bachelor’s 
Degree in International Relations from 
Tufts University and  Certificate of Youth 
Development and SOcial Equity from BU. 
 
Young people who are/have been part 
of the foster care system experience fre-
quent moves/transitions, instability, fear, 
have a limited support network and more. 
Childhood trauma affects social, emotion-
al, physical and cognitive health. SLM cur-
rently works with 250 young people and 
is now also working with like-minded or-
ganizations in order to train them on their 
model to expand nationally. 
 
SLM has three main programs: Learn & 
Earn, a 12 week financial literacy cohort 
for young people ages 16-22; Build a 

Match for youth ages 7-13; and Community-
Based Mentoring that pairs youth impacted 
by foster care ages seven and older with a 
one-to-one volunteer mentor for a minimum 
of one year. 
 
SLM is trying to break the Negative Feed-
back Loop, give young people the opportu-
nity to build meaningful relationships, build 
their confidence, provide skills that will help 
them professionally, and to expand their 
networks.
 
How to help:
Become a Mentor- expectations/commit-
ment is up to 8 hours per month for one year
Join the SLM community- lend professional 
skills on short term projects
Consider joining their Board of Directors or 
Board of Ambassadors
Share SLM with others, both those that may 
want to get involved, and those you feel 
could benefit from their services
 
Keith Harris wrapped up the presentation 
with reflections on his time spent mentor-
ing with SLM. He joined them just over a 
year ago. When he started, he said he was 
quite nervous, but it has been so easy and 
rewarding. He began as a mentor in their 
financial literacy program and then moved 
to their longer term Community Based Men-
toring program. Keith and his mentee match 
clicked instantly and he feels he gets a lot 
more out of the experience than he gives.
