Envirologix in 1996, a biotech company 
focused on diagnostic tests for the 
agricultural and environmental markets. 
Peter and his partner sold the company 
in 2008; he retired in 2010. Peter is 
fully engaged in community and service 
activities, including Habitat for Humanity 
and other causes for affordable hous-
ing. Peter brings to the WellBoring and 
WellBoring West Africa.

Pete gave a recap on the Well Boring 
project started a few years ago during 
Maureen Trefry’s term, and done in joint 
cooperation with Chippenham Eng-
land Rotary Club.. At this point Beverly 
has it’s name on 4 wells in Kenya that 
provide clean water to various villages. 
These wells are located inside school 
yards to ensure that school age children 
get fresh water, water to clean floors 
and any other need. Unfortunately a 
black market of sorts has cropped up 
in some areas who haven’t secured the 
wells. Attendance and health rates have 
skyrocketed in schools which have wells.  
Plans to expand across Africa to Zam-
bia are in the works.
