that we're working on right now

is a Hollywood soundstage at North
Shore. A lot of movies are done on the
North Shore, as you know, Marlbehead,
Gloucester, Beverly. We are, so we have
all this land that’s not developed up

on the hill where the restaurant was.
Already had the plans drawn out that
so that we can put at least four sound
stages. | think we'll start with two and
then we’ll have a production facility.

This will be a source of many produc-
tion type jobs, carpenters, electricians,
make up artist and the like of the
movie industry.

NSMT already has a fantastic educa-
tion department and has reached out
to Essex tech and other schools to get
students geared up to work in this
industry in our area
