The main message behind Andrea’s 
presentation was the problem with 
plastics

While business in America promotes 
how much recycling is happening, 
the truth is plastic never breaks down 
and is found everywhere in the world 
including our bodies.   

According to Andrea, the Biggest of-
fender/offense is the use of sing use 
plastics (straws, utensils, etc.) and plas-
tic (one time use) packaging that make 
up over 40% of all plastics produced.
